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MMSEA Section 111 Mandatory Reporting

Frequently Asked Questions

Q:  What is MMSEA Section 111 and do we have to comply with this?

A: Yes, this is a federal law with which everyone must comply. In December 2007, the Medicare, Medicaid and SCHIP Extension Act (MMSEA) was passed into law. Section 111 of this legislation mandates that certain Responsible Reporting Entities (RREs) report quarterly to the Department of Health and Human Services’ subsidiary, the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS), for, among other things, liability insurance (including self-insurance), no-fault insurance and workers’ compensation in situations where the injured person is Medicare-entitled. This mandatory quarterly electronic claims reporting (for non-group health claims) begins April 1, 2010.  

Q: What is Avizent doing to assist clients in complying with this law?

A: Avizent has had a project implementation plan in place to comply with this law since September 2008. We are modifying our systems and processes to ensure that we will be ready to assist RREs with being fully compliant in all aspects of the new regulation. For your convenience, Avizent has compiled detailed information regarding the MMSEA Section 111 on its website (www.avizentrisk.com). Simply click on “SCHIP” to obtain more information regarding an RRE and the registration process. In addition, the Avizent site offers access to information released by CMS, including the following documents:

The CMS website (www.cms.hhs.gov/MandatoryInsRep) also contains useful information about this new federal regulation. Avizent has issued three (3) communications to our clients outlining the process to follow to choose whether and how you would like Avizent to assist you with complying.

Q: Do I have to register as a Responsible Reporting Entity (RRE)?

A: It is critical to determine whether your organization is an RRE as defined by the MMSEA Section 111. Generally, an RRE is any entity that funds losses for claims, among other things. For a more in depth description of an RRE, see the CMS-issued User Guide, Supporting Statement and Attachments located on the Avizent website (www.avizentrisk.com).
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Q: How do I respond to Avizent on how I want this handled for me?
A: In Avizent’s second and third communications, we included a Notification Form and return envelope, so you could respond with the information needed for Avizent to assist you with mandatory reporting. The Notification Form and return address are located on our website. Because of how the process is designed by CMS, Avizent can never be an RRE, or register you as an RRE on your behalf. You must complete the registration yourself, and provide us with the information if you would like us to send the required data to the CMS or another third party. If you do not reply, Avizent cannot assist you. It is imperative that RREs register as soon as possible and notify Avizent of the role you would like us to perform on your behalf, so that sufficient time is available to complete testing prior to the start of reporting. The MMSEA Section 111 imposes significant penalties against RREs for late claims reporting in the amount of $1,000 per day, per file not in compliance. Therefore, compliance with the MMSEA Section 111, including accurate and timely reporting, is critical.

Q: When I register on the CMS website as an RRE, it asks me for my NAIC number.  What is this and where do I go to get this number?

A: NAIC stands for the National Association of Insurance Commissioners.  This is a number given to identify insurance companies.  If you are not an insurance company, you can leave this field blank on the CMS registration website.  If you are an insurance carrier, you will need to enter this number into the field for the corresponding company you are registering.
